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As per directions of National Legal Services Authority and under the valuable guidance of Hon'ble the Executive
Chairman, Uttarakhand State Legal Services Authority, two Monthly National Lok Adalats were organized in different Courts
of the State of Uttarakhand. In the months of February, 2016, total 2005 cases relating to banking, u/s 138 of Negotiable
Instrument Act and Recovery Suits were taken up and out of them 954 cases were decided amicably and Rs. 7,11,68,918/-
wassettled. In the monthly National Lok Adalat organized in the month of March, 2016, out of 1307 casesrelatingtociviland
reven ue matters, 779 cases weresettled and an amounttothetune of Rs. 23,64,716/-was settled.
