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As per directions of National Legal Services Authority and under the valuable guidance of Hon'ble the Executive
Chairman, Uttarakhand State Legal Services Authority, a National Lok Adalat was onganized in the State of Uttarakhand from
Tehsil Level to District Level in all the Courts and Quasi Judicial Authorities, indluding the Hon'ble High Court on 09.12.2017.
In the said National Lok Adalat, apart from the civil and criminal cases, the matiers pertaining to labour disputes, revenue
disputes, land acquisition act, family disputes, MACT, NI Act, water and electricity and all such matters which can be settled
amicably were taken up.

In the said National Lok Adalat, total number of 26,766 cases were listed a2nd out of them 5,860 cases were settled
amicably. Amount to the tune of Rs. 15,72,39,042/- was also settled.
