NATIONAL LOK ADALAT ORGANIZED ON 11.05.2024:

As per directions of NALSA, National Lok Adalat was organized on 11.05.2024 in the
Hon’ble High Court and in all Courts of the Districts throughout the State of Uttarakhand.
In the said National Lok Adalat, total 5457 Pre-Litigation cases were taken-up and out of
them 4305 cases were settled amicably and ¥ 13,89,44,088/- was as settlement amount.

In the said National Lok Adalat total 9647 Pending cases were referred and out of
them total 8214 cases were settled amicably and a sum of ¥ 42,52,29,964/- was as set-
tlement amount.

The National Lok Adalat was also organized in the Quasi-Judicial Courts such as Con-
sumer Courts and Debt Recovery Tribunals on 11.05.2024. Total 73 cases were referred in
such Quashi-Judicial Courts and out of them 64 were settled and ¥ 48,45,50,500/- was as

settlement amount.

workers, processing and furnishing application form for registration to avail benefits under
various Govt. Schemes and also to make aware about statutory duties of employers, La-

bour Laws, minimum wages Act etc.
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BIODEGRADABLE & NON-BIODEGRADABLE AND PLASTIC WASTE MANAGEMENT:

In compliance of the Order dated 07.07.2022 and Order dated 24.11.2022 passed by
the Hon’ble High Court of Uttarakhand in WP (PIL) No. 93/2022 (Jitendra Yadav Vs. Un-
ion of India & Others) and as per the directions issued by the Hon’ble Executive Chairman,
UKSLSA, with reference to the aforesaid order, different legal awareness camps have been or-
ganized on different dates and places by the District Legal Services Authorities across the State
of Uttarakhand.

PLVs were directed to visit different rural and urban areas, their deputed areas and up-

loaded Google Map Photos of the heaped/dumped garbage, also sent complaint of the locations

at E-mail ID: solidwaste-complaint@uk.gov.in and to the concerned authorities.

Further, during the period April to June 2024, to make aware the common mass about
Uttarakhand Plastic and other Non-Biodegradable Garbage (Regulation and Use of Disposal) Act
2013; Plastic Waste Management Rules, 2016 with amendment Rules 2018; Environment Pro-
tection Act, Uttarakhand Panchayat Solid Waste Management Policy, 2017 and Ban on single
use of plastic etc., 36 Legal Awareness Camps were organized and people at large were
made aware. Total 09 Meetings were also convened by the Secretaries of the DLSAs with Ex-
ecutive Officer, Nagar Palika to discuss the waste management in the district, for fixing dust-

bins at the collection centers and for removal/disposal of the collected garbage.

Information and
news were also being uploaded on the Facebook Page of the DLSAs.
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OBSERVATION OF "INTERNATIONAL YOGA DAY":

On the event of ‘International Yoga Day’ on 21.06.2024 all the District Legal Services
Authorities have organized Yoga Sessions within their districts, across the State of Uttarak-

hand. The PLVs and other stakeholders also conducted Yoga Sessions at their deputed areas.

During the Yoga Sessions participants were informed that doing Yoga is a transformative
practice, represents the harmony of mind and body. Further, during the yoga session the
importance of slogan "Yoga for Me and for Society," has been explained and also informed in
length about its physical, mental, spiritual benefits and discipline of healthy & sustainable life
by practicing yoga and other physical activities.
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PREVENTION OF SALES OF EXPIRY ITEMS:

As per directions of the Hon'ble Executive Chairman, UKSLSA, Nainital, monthly meetings
are being convened by the Secretaries of District Legal Services Authorities (DLSAs) across the
State of Uttarakhand with Food Safety Officer and Drug Inspector of the concerned district with
regard to prevention of sales of expiry items/packets/packed foods, drinks. Raid/ Inspections are

also being done to the malls, shops, markets, medical stores, general stores etc.

The committee constituted for the purpose has been directed to conduct all needful exercise
as per law, if any such matter found in the district.

During the said period the District Legal Services Authorities convened 28 Meetings with Food

Safety Officer and Drug Inspector and Anti-Drug Team Members, 128 surprise inspec-
tions/visits to shops, stores, medical stores, malls by the concerned officers, about 227 samples
collected from the shops, malls and stores and were sent to laboratory. The concerned officers
also informed that show cause notices were issued to different firms as per Medicine Act, 1940 and

Rules 1945.
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OBSERVATION OF "INTERNATIONAL DAY AGAINST DRUG ABUSE AND ILLICIT
TRAFFICKING":

On 26" June, 2024 all District Legal Services Authorities, Tehsil Legal Services
Committees, PLVs and other stakeholders observed the "International Day Against
Drug Abuse and Illicit Trafficking". Legal Awareness Camps including the campaign
aimed at raising awareness about the Drug Abuse and Illicit Trafficking were organized and
the participants were asked to achieve the goal of drug free society. People at large were
also informed that the issue of drug abuse poses a complex challenge affecting people at
large in the State. The participants were also informed about ill effects of drugs, preven-

tion, treatment and also that the impact of drugs is far-reaching and complex.

In view of Article 15(3) of the Constitution of India, special provisions for the Wom-

en and Children may be made.

Furthermore, it is kindly submitted that the Constitution of India provides equality
before the law for every person and the right to life with dignity and personal liberty to all.
The Constitution empowers the Government to take affirmative actions, especially for
women and children, so as to enable them to enjoy the fruits of development. Several leg-
islations for women covering different areas like health, reproductive benefits, education,
right to property, employment are in place to achieve the goal of gender equality.

On the other hand, children are particularly more vulnerable to exploitation and

abuse than adults. Hence, children need to be protected.

All people under the age of 18 are entitled to the standards and rights guaranteed
by the various laws established as per the mandate of the Constitution of India and accord-
ingly, there is a constant need to bandwagon on Child rights, as the child rights are the
subset of human rights.

Apart from this, NALSA, New Delhi has also formulated schemes namely; NALSA
(Child Friendly Legal Services to Children and their Protection) Scheme, 2015 and NALSA

(Victims of Trafficking and Commercial Sexual Exploitation) Scheme, 2015 in this regard.

Therefore, Hon’ble the Executive Chairman, Uttarakhand State Legal Services Au-

thority was of the view that it would beappropriate to conduct awareness programmes,

camps and other similar activities for the Women and Children.

Accordingly, the Hon’ble the Executive Chairman, Uttarakhand State Legal Services
Authority was pleased to direct all the DLSAs to conduct™15 Days Awareness Campaign
underlining the Acts, Rules, Schemes, Provisions & NALSA Schemes specially
framed for the welfare of Women and ChildProtection” in the State of Uttarakhand
from 01 June, 2024 to 15"June, 2024and to submit a consolidated report.

In order to make the aforesaid Campaign a success, following necessary directions
were issued to all the District Legal Services Authorities:-




All the DLSAs have been directed to organize a “15 Days Legal Awareness Campaign
on Women Rights & Empowerment and Child’s Rights & their Protection” in the
district w.e.f.

Awareness Programmes and Camps shall also be organized in Panchayat Levels, Village
Levels and Far-flung Rural Areas, wherein public at large shall be made aware about the
NALSA (Child Friendly Legal Services to Children and their Protection) Scheme, 2015,
NALSA (Victims of Trafficking and Commercial Sexual Exploitation) Scheme, 2015 and
shall also be made aware about the various laws and rights relating to Women and Chil-
dren.

Awareness Programmes and Camps shall also be organized in Observation Home/Nari Ni-
ketans/Girls Homes/Children Home/Shelter Home/Special Home, wherein gathering shall
be made aware about the NALSA (Child Friendly Legal Services to Children and their Pro-
tection) Scheme, 2015, NALSA (Victims of Trafficking and Commercial Sexual Exploita-
tion) Scheme, 2015 and shall also be made aware about the various laws and rights relat-

ing to women and children.

In order to make the aforesaid awareness campaign a grand success and in order to
ensure the compliance of the directions issued by the Hon’ble Executive Chairman, Uttarak-

hand State Legal Services Authority, the aforesaid Awareness Campaign was successfully

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AWARENESS PROGRAMME FOR JUDICIAL OFFICERS:

As per Plan of Action for June, 2024 special awareness programmes were organized
by the District Legal Services Authorities in the districts for Judicial Officers in the State of
Uttarakhand on the topic "The Uttarakhand Compensation Scheme for Women Vic-
tims/Survivors of Sexual Assault/Other Crimes, 2020".

In the said awareness programmes the participants were informed in length about
aforesaid scheme, keeping in view the NALSA Scheme Compensation Scheme for
Women Victims/Survivors of Sexual Assault/other Crimes - 2018. Further informed

that the SLSA or DLSA may award compensation to the victim or her dependents to the

extent as specified in the scheduled attached hereto.
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ACTIVITIES AND PROGRAMMES ORGANIZED FOR PRISONERS:

During the period April-2024 to June-2024 total 155 Legal Services & Aware-
ness Camps were organized by the District Legal Services Authorities along with Chief Legal
Aid Counsel, Retainer Lawyers, Panel Lawyers, PLVs. Total 226 Visits/Inspections were also
conducted and during the visit interaction sessions were also organized with inmates to know
the progress of their cases and about legal aid relating issues. In the legal awareness camps
under trial prisoners were informed about Early Access to Justice at Pre-arrest, Arrest and at
Remand Stage, Compounding of Offences, Rights of Remission, Commutation etc. Further, di-
rections were given to ensure that the applications of the prisoners seeking free legal aid are
immediately sent to the District Legal Services Authorities. During the period total 1057 Under

Trial Prisoners were provided free legal aid to defend their cases in different Courts.

NOTE: Faces of the Jail Inmates have been made blurred due to security reasons.
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AWARENESS AND OUTREACH PROGRAMMES:
